+ Make Appointments before or after school.
Tests are not timed, but must be completed within the school day.
Students picked up early will not be able to finish a test they started.

WHAT DO THEY NEED?

All students will need headphones for these tests. While the school
does provide them, students are permitted to bring their own. The
headphones must be able to plug into the chromebook. Wireless OR
bluetooth headphones are NOT permitted during any portion of the
AASA, per the Arizona Department of Education guidelines.
