2 Ninja Sensory paths now line the primary hallways in the D building. These paths
help students regain focus and support motor skill development. Students are
encouraged to jump, wiggle, and move as they walk down the hallway, but very quiet
like a Ninja.



This year, all classrooms are equipped with a calm down space. Calm
down spaces are a physical spot in the room where students can go to
regulate their emotions. The space has calming tools and signage that
encourage calming routines and allow students to continue learning.
